CAPTAINS PRE-REGISTRATION: All team Captains forming a team pre-register by email or phone before June 21, 2015. Title your email
NAC and send to ifpprotourinfo@gmail.com or call 859-312-2664 6PM. Team rosters and payment is due no later than 5:00 p.m. July 4, 2015.

FEES: $20 per player, applied to medals and team cups. All proceeds donated to foosballclubsusa.com.

MEMBERS: Three divisions Open, Expert and Amateur with a minimum six members per team. Two alternates and one coach allowed for each
team, maximum of nine per team. Co-ed teams, women's overall ranking applies.

REQUIREMENTS: Must meet at least one requirement: 1). Resident or co-resident of that state. 2). Works in neighboring state.
3). Lives a state without local tournaments, plays with a neighboring state. 4). Two bordering states join when unable to meet minimum six players.

FORMING TEAMS: Anyone can create a team for their state. Two or more teams in the same division from the same state, the first round is a
playoff, with the winner representing the state in the NAC. Players compete for only one team.

ALTERNATES: Alternate players entered on the line up form, must play the entire match. Alternates only allowed mid-match due to medical
reasons, and must complete the match. The player replaced by an alternate sits out the remainder of the event.

MATCHES: Played in the order of Doubles, Singles, Doubles, Singles, and Doubles. First Doubles and Singles matches play simultaneously.
Format 2/3, win by 2 in the 3rd, up to 8, excludes tiebreaker. All games played no matter the game wins, match winner is by total goals scored.
Point tiebreaker format, Singles of one game win by two unlimited. Tiebreaker player is listed on the line up form prior to start of the match and
cannot have played Singles during the match. Matches start on time, recall procedure is strictly enforced.

The team with the most points advance. ITSF rules of play apply, with IFP ranks.

EVENT LINEUP FORMS: All lineup forms must be completed in full prior to the start of a match, including the tiebreaker player. Teams are
responsible next match on chart and event forms before start.

UNIFORMS: Matching team shirts with the State name centered on the back are required. Jackets and pants are suggested, but not required.
STATE FLAG: State flags are recommended, but not required. Flags are displayed during Opening Ceremony and during matches.

MULTI-TEAM PLAYOFF: If more than one team representing a state in the same division, a single elimination playoff determines the team that
represent that state. Only one team in each division represents a state.

OFFICIALS: One member from each team that is not completing in the match serves as officials when requested.
DISPUTES: Submitted to the tournament Head Official to make the final ruling.

OPENING CEREMONY: Held 10:00 a.m. Sunday, arrive by 9:30 a.m. in team uniform with state flag. Teams are presented in alphabetical order
by state. Captains introduce each member by name and ranking.
