UNIFORMS: Matching team shirts with the Country name centered on the back 

are required.  Jackets and pants are suggested, but not required. Name and rank 

on shirt preferred, but not required. 

COUNTRY FLAG: Flags are recommended, but not required. Flags are displayed 

during Opening Ceremony and during matches.  

OFFICIALS: One member from each team that is not completing in the match 

serves as officials when requested. 

DISPUTES: Submitted to the tournament Head Official to make the final ruling. 

OPENING CEREMONY:  Held 11:00 a.m. Friday, arrive by 10:30 a.m. in team uni-

• One Ultimate Team from each Country. 

• All members of the team must be a currant resident of that Country. 

• Each team made up of a minimum of 25 players: 3 Master, 3 Pro, 3 Woman (of any rank), 
3 Experts, 3 Amateur. 3 Rookie,  3 Junior 3 Senior , 

• Allowed Alternates: 1 from each division. 

• Each team must designate a captain from the players. 

• Each team may have a coach to help the captain with paperwork, lineup and organiza-
tion of players. 

• The coach may be a player, an alternate or an additional person on the team. 

• Captain is responsible for all requirements, including if no coach is assigned. 

• Each team turns in a lineup prior to the beginning  of the Match, including the Mixed 
Match if there is a tie player for tied matches. 

• Each round is 8 matches: Open Doubles, Open Mixed Doubles, Women’s Singles, Pro 
Singles, Expert Doubles, Expert Singles, Amateur Doubles & Amateur Singles 

• Players may play in their division only and all matches play at the same time. Matches 
are the best of five win by 2 unlimited. 

• If a team does not have enough players to participate any match, they will forfeit that 
match. 

• Matches may have players of any gender, excluding Women’s Events and Open Mixed 
Doubles requirements. Only if you have 5 or more women on your team. Example The 
fifth woman could play in men’s events. 

• A player may be substituted for an alternate of equal or lower rank during any legal 
stopping of play but that player may not return for the remainder of that round.   

• The substituting play will take that players place in all other matches in the lineup, in-
cluding the shootout. 

• If the round ends in a tie, a Open mixed Match  takes place immediately to determine 
the winner. 

• Mixed Doubles play off:  Winner of the flip chooses table, loser chooses sides.   Mixed 
team must be on the line up sheet no subsitutions for this match once a tie has been 
determined.
